DIRECTIONS FOR APPLYING FOR ADMISSION

Criminal Background Check (CBC): As part of your admission to student teaching, you should have on file a Criminal 

Background Check (Wisconsin Statute 165.82).  If you have not previously had a background check, this will be 
processed through UW Oshkosh.  If there has been a change in your status, it must be noted on your student teaching 

application.  Some districts are now requiring a fresh CBC and, in one case, a drug test prior to field experiences in their 

schools.  You will be notified in your placement letter if you need to arrange for an additional background check.  If so, 

take care of it immediately. The form for the CBC can be found on page four of this packet. 

 

TB Test: Only one TB test is required for field experiences.  If you need a TB test, Health Services will perform it for 

you. If you prefer, you may make arrangements with your own physician for the TB test and provide a record of this test. 
 

Praxis I & Praxis II: Successful completion of the admission process, in conjunction with the passing scores on the 

PPST and the Praxis II exam/s, are a prerequisite for admission into student teaching. A copy of your PPST and Praxis 

II exam scores must be included with your application.  
  

Autobiographical Sketch: In order for your university supervisors and cooperating teachers to learn about you prior to 

beginning student teaching, you will need to complete an autobiographical sketch.  A copy of the sketch will be forwarded 
to your cooperating teachers and university supervisors.  Your autobiographical sketch must be typed and no more than 

two pages in length.  Please be sure that your name, student ID number, address, telephone number and email address are 

on the autobiography.  Also include your major, minor, and licensure levels.   
 

Your autobiographical sketch may include information on the following: 

 Life-enriching experiences such as travel, job, hobbies 

 Prior experiences with children in school or other settings (e.g. clinical experience) 

 Involvement in university or extra-curricular activities or organizations, volunteer work 

 Reasons for wanting to be a teacher, professional goals 

 

Remember - This is your first contact with your cooperating teacher and, in many cases, your supervisor.  First 
impressions are important.  No typos allowed! Errors have cost former student teachers a desirable placement. 

 

Application to Student Teach: Complete and submit 2 copies of the application.  Applications must be submitted to 
Erika Ruedinger no later than February 15 for fall student teaching and September 15 for spring (if the due date falls on 

the weekend, applications may be turned in the following Monday).  If your application is provided after the due date, it 

needs to be accompanied by a written statement explaining the reason for its tardiness.  Please note that you will follow 

the calendar of the school district in which you are a student teacher and that the length of your placement will be 

for a full semester in that school district. 

  

Withdrawal: If you decide to withdraw from student teaching, notify Dr. Michael Beeth immediately!  The Registration 
Office at UW Oshkosh does not contact when a student withdraws, hence we will proceed with placing you in a school 

unless we hear from you. 

 
Registration: Dr. Michael Beeth at UW Oshkosh will register all students for their student teaching courses.  You may 

check on your registration on Titan Web in mid-November (Spring student teachers) or mid-April (Fall student teachers).
