Operating Instructions
Each classroom in the 1300 wing has the following four pieces of multimedia equipment:
Panasonic Projector - Used to display a variety of video inputs onto a projector screen.
Sony Receiver – Used to select an audio/video input source and to control master volume.

Sony DVD Player – Used for playing DVD/VCD/CD multimedia.
JVC VCR – Used to play VHS tapes.
Optional Equipment:

Elmo Document Camera – Used to display printed materials / images on the projector screen much like an overhead projector would.
**If you need to connect some other device please consult the Helpdesk @ x2719.
Location of items:

The Panasonic projector is mounted to the ceiling in each room.  You turn it on and control its inputs with the Panasonic remote control that can be found on the computer desk in front of the room. 

The Receiver, DVD player and VCR are located in a black metal cabinet at the front of the room.

Important: Remember to Power Off all units after use!

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How to play a DVD/VCD/CD with the Sony DVD player
1. Turn on the Panasonic Projector with the “Power” button on the Panasonic Remote.
2. Switch the Panasonic Projector to the DVD input by pressing “Video” on the remote, (See picture to the right)
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Turn on the Sony Receiver by pressing the “Power” button.  Then select the DVD input called “DVD/LD” shown below. [image: image12.png]

Turn on the DVD player with the “Power” button, then press the open/close button (    ).  Place your DVD/VCD/CD in the drive and press the open/close button again to close it. Push the “Play” button (     ).
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How to use the Multimedia Equipment for the PC [Audio/Video]
1. Turn on the Panasonic Projector with the “Power” button on the Panasonic Remote.

2. Switch the Panasonic Projector to the Computer input by pressing “Computer” on the remote, (See picture to the right)

3. Turn on the Elmo Document Camera with the “Power Switch”.  Select AV1 for the monitor output on the Elmo front panel.
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4. Turn on the Sony Receiver by pressing the “Power” button.  Then select the Computer input called “AUX” shown below. 
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5. To project a laptop, plug in the video cable to the laptop and set the switch on the desk to “position 2”.

6. To project the classroom computer, set the switch on the desk to “position 1”.
How to use the Multimedia Equipment for the Elmo Document Camera

1. Turn on the Panasonic Projector with the “Power” button on the Panasonic Remote.

2. Switch the Panasonic Projector to the Computer input by pressing “Computer” on the remote, (See picture to the right)

3. Turn on the Elmo Document Camera with the “Power Switch”.  Select MAIN for the monitor output on the Elmo front panel.


How to play a VHS with the JVC VCR
1. Turn on the Panasonic Projector with the “Power” button on the Panasonic Remote.
2. Switch the Panasonic Projector to the VCR input by pressing “Video” on the remote, (See picture to the right)

3. Turn on the Sony Receiver by pressing the “Power” button.  Then select the VCR input called “Video 1” shown below. [image: image6.png]VCR DVD
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4. Turn on the VCR by pressing the “Power” button.
5. Insert the videocassette into the VCR.

6. Press the “Play” button on the VCR
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
